Provides direct supervision of a group
of children in a seasonal day camp. Creates positive, nurturing relationships with children, while building
cooperative relationships with parents/caregivers. Promotes and supports the potential of all youth in
programs and facilitates peer-to-peer connections as part of the overall camp experience.
